In 1970 he moved to USA where he began his photographic career.
He has shot over 200 cover of Vogue Magazine around the world and 40 Covers of Roling Stone magazine since the mid 1970’s.
The Photo District News named him one of the most important photographer of all times, along with Richard Avedon and Irving Penn among others.
He received a lot of honors, including the Lucie Award, a Grammy Award, the Hasselblad Masters Award and three Andy Awards, the Centenary Medal and the Career Award from Royal Photographic Society.
