Alexander Rodchenko
(1891 – 1956 Russia)

Rodchenko is one of the brightest representatives of the historical European advance-garde. He was painter and graphic designer; at the beginning he used images made by other photographers to realise didactic photomontages. Only in 1924 he started to take photos creating an own style according with the aesthetical theory of Constructivism. In 1931 he was accused to follow the occidental taste and to betray the Stalinist regime ideal. He was expelled from the Artist Club and he was forced to take photos only for official demonstration and sporting competitions. He was able to keep his own style. In 1940 he left the photography permanently because of the impossibility to continue his work. He return at the peinture.
