Mike Disfarmer
(1884 - 1959, United States)
Mike Meyer, alias Mike Disfarmer was an eccentric person. He modified his surname in “Disfarmer” to refuse his family rural origin. Disfarmer means no-farmer. He opened an own studio specialised in portraits in Heber Springs, Arkansas, and he took photos of local community people. In 1974 the professional photographer Peter Miller moved to Heber Springs to print the weekly magazine The Arkansas Sun. Joe Albright, who bought the Disfarmer’s studio after his death, showed to Miller the 3.000 plate negatives who found. Peter Miller cleaned, catalogued and diffuse them.
