From the Sixties to the present: more than thirty years of photographs of the Fab Four from Liverpool.

An essential story told in images of the band’s private life and history, from their first hits to their solo careers with a glance at the post-Beatles era: Paul and Linda on their farm in Peasmarsh, Sussex; Yoko, Sean and Julian in their homes and in Strawberry Fields. Benson shows us the Beatles starting with their first international tour in 1964; he follows them around the world, he documents their most important and thrilling moments, such as their debut in the United States, the concert at the Olympia in Paris, the filming of “A Hard Day’s Night”. Testifying to their private lives and capturing unofficial moments far removed from the crowds of fans at their hotels or waiting as they went onstage. The photographer seems to want to show us the Beatles’ experience from their own point of view.
