A unique opportunity to view a collection of the best, most representative images that have accompanied us over the past year, documenting and illustrating the events of our times in newspapers the world over. Every year an independent jury of 14 internationally accredited experts is asked to express its opinion on thousands of entries from all over the world submitted to the World Press Foundation in Amsterdam by photoreporters, agencies, newspapers and magazines. The best photographs from all over the world are considered for the Prize and selected materials are organised into an exhibition and a catalogue. The result is a high impact summary of everything that has happened in society, science, sports, culture and, above all, humanity in the past year. The exhibition of prize-winning images in 18 categories is presented in more than 40 countries every year, on the sole condition that all the photographs selected be exhibited, without restrictions or censorship. The exhibition will come to Rome in the fall, presented by Contrasto.

The 2000 edition saw the participation of 3981 photographers who submitted a total of 42,215 images from 122 different countries.

The 1999 photograph of the year was taken in April by Danish photographer Claus BjØrn Larsen, and portrays a group of Albanian Kosovars on the streets of Kukes.

Italian photographers won two prizes this year: Paolo Pellegrin, who won the prize in the People in the news single section with a photograph of Albanians in Kosovo arriving at a refugee camp and Silva, who won the third prize in the Portrait Stories section with a feature on animal portraits. The spirit of the World Press Photo is to present historic documents that allow us to relive the crucial events of our times and reflect on their significance and impact. Its profoundly international character demonstrates the power of images to transcend cultural and linguistic differences and achieve very high levels of immediate communication.
