The exhibition will also be held in Rome on the same dates (May 6 - 29) at the Museo di Roma in Trastevere by the Comune di Roma, Assessorato alle Politiche Culturali, dalla Sovraintendenza ai Beni Culturali, in collaboration with Contrasto. 
Every year for 48 years an independent panel of judges, including thirteen internationally accredited experts this year, has been asked to express an opinion on thousands of photographs sent to the World Press Photo Foundation in Amsterdam by photoreporters, agencies, newspapers and magazines.

The World Press Photo Award is one of the world’s most important photojournalism awards. Every year the best international photographs are examined for the Award, then organised into an exhibition and a catalogue, offering an opportunity to see the most beautiful and symbolic images that have accompanied, documented and illustrated the events of our age in newspapers all over the world throughout the year.

The exhibition includes award-winning images in 10 theme categories and is presented in a world tour every year on the sole condition that all the photographs selected be exhibited, without any limitations or censure. A World Press Photo Foundation representative is sent to each country hosting the event to help put the exhibition together and make sure that all the photographs are actually on exhibit.

The 2005 competition saw the participation of 4,266 photographers from 123 different countries who submitted a total of 69,190 pictures. For the first time all the photographs were submitted in digital form (57% in 2002, 69% in 2003, 80.7% last year). 

The panel of judges met in Amsterdam from January 30 through February 10, 2005.

Awards were presented to 59 photographers from 24 countries: Argentina, Australia, Austria, Bangladesh, Brazil, China, Denmark, England, France, Germany, India, Ireland, Israel, Italy, Mexico, the Netherlands, Norway, Peru, Porto Rico, Senegal, South Africa, Spain, Sweden, the United States.

2004 PHOTO OF THE YEAR is a colour picture by Reuters photographer ARKO DATTA taken in Cuddalore, Tamil Nadu, India on December 28, 2004, showing a woman weeping over a family member killed by the tsunami.

Diego Goldberg, chairman of the panel of judges, called the winning image a true spot news photograph in which the photographer takes a strong point of view. Kathy Ryan, member of the panel and photoeditor for New York Times Magazine, describes it as an image which is graphic, historic and absolutely emotional.  
Four Italian photographers won awards this year: Marcello Bonfanti, Alessandro Digaetano, Paolo Pellegrin and Francesco Zizola.

Some information on the World Press Photo Foundation

The World Press Photo Foundation was founded in 1955 as an independent non-profit international photojournalism organisation based in the Netherlands. 

The Foundation’s main goal is organising the competition and exhibition, but also bringing together the greatest photojournalists in the world to discuss themes of great relevance linked with photojournalism, uniting different nations. This is made possible by the Foundation’s independence, allowing it to act as an effective bridge among nations. 

The intention of the World Press Photo Foundation is to present historical documents that allow us to relive crucial events of our times and reflect on their impact and significance. Its profoundly international character demonstrates the power of images to transcend cultural differences and language barriers to achieve very high levels of immediate communication.

Since 1994 World Press Photo has offered an advanced educational initiative: the JOOP SWART Masterclass, a free advanced course open to young photographers selected by a panel of experts. The course is held in Rotterdam in the fall by instructors qualified in various different fields of photojournalism.

Every year the awards ceremony is preceded by two days of screenings and seminars on photography with the participation of a number of experts in the field. The occasion allows photographers, picture editors and journalists from all over the world to meet and discuss the future of photojournalism.

The World Press Photo Foundation also works in emerging and developing countries to teach copyright laws in the sale of photography, display and editing of photojournalism services. World Press Photo has held seminars in countries including Bosnia-Herzegovina, Bangladesh, Peru, Zimbabwe and India with the intention of contributing to the development of pluralistic, democratic societies. These seminars are one of the Foundation’s key activities.
