Saul Leiter attended the Talmud School to become a Rabbi. At the oge of 23 he left theology to study painting in New York City. In 1944 he exhibited his first paintings. In New York he visited the Henri Cartier-Bresson’s exhibition at the Museum of Modern Art in New York. This exhibition led him to approach to photography. In 1948 he started taking color photographs. In 1952 he founded the cooperative Tanager Gallery. In 1953 his black-and-white photos were comprised in the exhibition Always the Young Strangers at the Museum of Modern Art and in the Contemporary Photographers section at the Museum of Tokyo. In 1958 began his contribution with Harper’s Bazaar. He’s worked as fashion photographer until 1980 realizing many advertising campaigns. In 1991 the Victoria and Albert Museum in London organized an exhibition with his fashion photos.
