"Family Cult"

Vladimir Mishukov is a Moscow based photographer and exponent of Russian contemporary photography; through his works, Mishukov tells the affections and tense relationships in the everyday life of Russia, a country that shares deep contradictions together with a great past.
Vladimir Mishukov graduates at the Academy of Russian Theatre in Moscow, where he was born in 1969; his interest in photography starts at the end of the 90’s, when he begins to collaborate with many international magazines such as “Ogonek”, “Elle”, “Premier”, “Vogue” and “GQ”.  
The incredible energy and great sensibility towards human beings and their environment characterize every photographic project by Mishukov. 

The numerous social, cultural and economic changes that followed the fall of the Soviet Union represent the scenario of “Family Cult” : every photo documents with contrasting feelings Russian families in the intimacy of their domestic environment, either struggling with difficulties, or living their existence with happiness.

The 22 photographs on display at Galleria Carla Sozzani are a visual anthology of contemporary Russia: a multifaceted, renewed and suffering country at the same time. Every family portrayed in this album tells its own story and unveils its most intimate hopes. Moving from each distinct household, Mishukov builds up a complex and fascinating  mosaic of his country.
