Born in England in 1970, Tim Walker’s passion for photography began at the Conde Nast library in London working on the Cecil Beaton archive.

After graduating in 1994 at Exeter College of Art, he became Richard Avedon’s full time assistant in New York. 
Back to England he started concentrating on portrait and documentary work for UK newspapers before focusing primarily on fashion. 
At the age of 25 he shot his first fashion story for Vogue and has photographed for the British, Italian and American editions ever since.
His images capture a sublime moment in time, evoking a sense of epic drama and beauty. Stunning sets and lavish locations juxtapose the everyday with the absurd and the fabulous, to create captivating, original photographs.

A daydreamer, a fantasist, Tim Walker’s pictures are mirages, telling stories conjured directly from an imagination that most of us left behind in childhood.
In presenting his imagination to us, his photographs remind us of our own capacity to dream. And, even though his images are pure whimsy, they feel true because they have been meticulously executed.
In the spring of 2008 his first major show was held at the Design Museum in London, which coincided with the publication of his first book “Pictures”. 

The Victoria and Albert Museum and the National Portrait Gallery in London include the photographs of Tim Walker in their permanent collection.
